Mastery of skills & student responsibility





We’ll be doing a lot of review in the coming weeks to prepare for the state tests in math and language arts that the students will take in early May. It is especially important that students complete all their homework carefully and on time. 





The terms and skills in the homework should be review for most students but occasionally a student may come across something they don’t remember or understand, or perhaps they were absent when it was taught. It is important that they spend extra time on those areas, rather than skipping them because they don’t know how to do them.





Students should start their work early in the week so that they have time to look up or ask about terms or skills that they don’t know. Students can ask questions in class at the beginning of the day or after school. They can look up terms in books in class during reading time or from home check places on the Internet such as at www.elcerritowire.com/4 . If they let me know they need help with something, I will do what I can to find a good time to help them with it.





Parents, please encourage your children to look for answers and ask for help themselves and to plan their time so that everything is completed on time. Please do not contact me on their behalf and ask that they be excused from turning in their homework on time. The children should be taking responsibility for keeping track of the homework pages, planning their time so they complete them on time, asking me questions about both the skills and how to deal with any special problems that arise if that is necessary, and getting the work to school on time. The best way for you to help them is to check to make sure they are doing the work and that it is correct, and to coach them on how to plan their time and find answers to their questions.





Please do not tell your child that you will talk to me about late or missed homework for them or suggest that you can excuse them from turning in all their homework on time, since this conflicts with what I have told them and will only confuse them.
