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parallelogram – A quadrilateral with two pairs of parallel sides.





rhombus – A parallelogram whose sides are all the same length.





trapezoid  - A quadrilateral with exactly one pair of  parallel sides





radius – Line segment from the center of a circle to a point on the circle.





diameter - A line segment that has endpoints on a circle and passes through its center.





mode – the most common response in a set of data





median - The middle value in a set of data, after the data are put in order from least to greatest.





right angle – 90 degree angle





acute angle – angle of less than 90 degrees





obtuse angle – angle of more than 90 degrees (but less than 180)
