Questions to ask your child about school

	Homework due Friday, Oct. 2


1) Study word parts at left for spelling and vocabulary test Friday, Oct. 2 (Test is on spelling AND meanings. Students are not tested on the example words. They are for information only.)





2) Math Study Links pages 35, 36 and 39.


Note that page 35 asks students to use the “partial sums addition” method which I’ve taught them in class and many had last year. You can also find it on the online version of the math text linked from the class website (log in: kens16, password: 4Bdiamond). Youtube also has videos of this. Page 36 uses the “column” method which is what most of us learned in school. On page 39, students subtract using the trade-first/regroup first method. The only change from the way many of us learned is that students do all the regrouping/trading/carrying at the top of the problem before they subtract any columns. Many students make fewer errors when they make this simple change. This is also on the math text website. You can also ask your child to bring home their math hardback textbook if needed.





3) Reading log - Read at least 20 minutes a day at least 4 days a week. Books are available for loan from the classroom library or provide your own. Complete reading log.





4) Learning Log – Write at least 3 pages. For the first topic talk with a home partner about a pond, lake, stream or ocean you have visited and some of the living and non-living things you saw there.
