Note on multiplication: We’ve spent quite a bit of time on multi-digit multiplication (such as 678 x 89 = ) Students should be able to do this type of problem now. If they are still struggling or making a lot of errors, it’s important that they master this skill soon.





In addition to the traditional method, we’ve learned a method called partial products and another called the lattice method. Now that I’ve introduced all three, students will often have a choice as to which they use. But I’ve found it useful for students to be introduced to these other choices because many of them make fewer errors with these alternative methods than the more common one.
