(Please put the number of students you can take in pencil only – we will need to fill out the actual number of people in the vehicle once we’ve assigned seating. We also need a copy of your driver’s license and insurance form that will be current at the time of the trip. Please make sure the driver’s name (not just their spouse) is on the insurance form. For the overnight trip we need the volunteer process (� HYPERLINK "http://www.wccusd.k12.ca.us/volunteer/index.shtml" ��http://www.wccusd.k12.ca.us/volunteer/index.shtml�) – it takes a while! - completed by Feb. 12. If you have signed up to chaperone a trip and your plans change, please let us know as soon as possible! We would have to cancel if we didn’t have enough approved drivers.�

equation - A number sentence which shows two sides are equal





expression - has numbers and operation signs but not an equal sign





variable - A letter that stands for a number 





dividend - The number that is to be divided in a  division problem (Example: 35 in 35 ÷ 7 = 5 )


�divisor –Number you divide by (Example: 7 in 35 ÷ 7 = 5





quotient – Answer in division





product – Answer in multiplication





factor – The numbers you multiply (Example: 8 and 9 in  8 x 9 = 72





standard form – Common way of writing numbers - Example: 253





expanded form – Number broken down by place value - Example: 253 = 200 + 50 + 3
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
