igneous - Rocks formed when magma cools





sedimentary - Rocks formed from sediment packed together





metamorphic - Rocks transformed by heat, pressure, or both





mineral – natural, nonliving crystal that makes up rocks





luster – how a mineral reflects light





cleavage – property of minerals that break along flat, smooth surfaces





ore -  a rock rich in valuable minerals





Mohs scale – a way of ranking how hard a mineral is





crystal – a three-dimensional shape with flat surfaces





hardness – a measure of how easily a mineral can be scratched
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
