Paragraph 5 (Conclusion)  Sum up what you’ve said in the paper, should not include any new information.





Edit carefully for such things as spelling, capitals, sentence structure, use of punctuation. It should be about 1 to 2 pages handwritten. It is OK to type. (It may be a bit shorter if typed.) Make sure the five paragraphs have been properly indented.  Note: Do not use the word “I.” The paper is about the book, not about your feelings about it.








Parents, please support your student by making suggestions on how they can improve the paper (in keeping with the directions above) and encouraging them to ask any questions they have in class but not doing these steps (editing or asking questions) for them! They should be familiar with this format from activities we have done in class.
