* Math –. Teach someone Multiplication Top It and play for at least 30 minutes.


Top it - Multiplication


Materials: Deck of cards; remove face cards. Ace is 1.





Place deck of cards face down on table. Each player turns over two cards and multiplies those two numbers. The player with the highest product takes everyone’s cards and places them in his/her discard pile. If players tie, those players draw and multiply two new cards and the one with the highest amount puts all the cards in play in their discard pile.





When there are not enough cards in the deck to play a full round, the player with the most cards in his/her discard pile is the winner.
